Brief description of project:

Service line connections to deliver water from the 8-inch main transmission line in the road to the homes on
the opposite side of the creek would be delivered through a standard 3/4-inch copper service line that would
cross the stream. Each stream crossing will be evaluated for the “ Best Method”, but the majority of
connections will be made under the existing driveway culvert as shown in the attached typical section. Where
thisisnot possible, then directional drilling will be used as shown in the attached typical details.

Purpose (justification) of project:

The main purpose of this project isto provide ardiable and safe drinking water source to canyon residents.
The service latera line connections described herein will only be installed after the home owner requests a
connection and the connection plan has received approval from Emigration Improvement District and from the
State Department of Natural Resources.

Isthis asingle and complete project or isit part of alarger project, continuing project, or other related activities? If so,
please describe the larger project or other related activities.

Each of theindividual connections are a part of alarger project planned to provide, store, and deliver water
to residentsin the lower Burr Fork and Killyon Canyon areas as well asin the Y oung Oakg/Little Oaks
subdivisions. A new well is aso being developed in the Brigham Fork drainage (shown on the attached map)
to supply water to these residential areas that have run out of water.

to the existing homes, or building some type of treatment facility and then delivering the treated water to the
existing homes.

The only individuals affected by this type of service line connection would be those that are located on the
opposite side of the stream from the roadway (in which the distribution line is located). There are 20 such
“potential” crossings in the Killyon Canyon/Lower Burr Fork area, including some of the platted vacant lots.
